We can be fooled as St. Paul writes in Titus 3: 
 

 3At one time we too were foolish, disobedient, deceived and enslaved by all kinds of passions and 
pleasures. We lived in malice and envy, being hated and hating one 
another. 4But when the kindness and love of God our Savior ap-
peared, 5he saved us, not because of righteous things we had done, 
but because of his mercy. He saved us through the washing of re-
birth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, 6whom he poured out on us 
generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, 7so that, having been 
justified by his grace, we might become heirs having the hope of 
eternal life. 8This is a trustworthy saying. And I want you to stress 
these things, so that those who have trusted in God may be care-
ful to devote themselves to doing what is good. These things are 
excellent and profitable for everyone.   
 

Or, we can be wise for salvation as St. Paul instructs Timothy:  
 

ά12In fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted, 
13while evil men and impostors will go from bad to worse, deceiving and being deceived. 14But as for 
you, continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of, because you know those from 
whom you learned it, 15and how from infancy you have known the holy Scriptures, which are able to 
make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. 16All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for 
teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, 17so that the man of God may be thor-
oughly equipped for every good work.έ
