Over the centuries many version hay
been translated and published. The New Intert
tional Version (NIV) is the mwst widely accepteg
contemporary Bible translation todaylThe NIV
was created and is maintained with the mand
to accurately and faithfully translate the origir
Greek, Hebrew and Aramaic biblical texts in
clearly understandable English.

A group of scholars met in 1965 at Pal
Heights, lllinois, to discuss the need for
a new translation of the Bible in col
temporary English. In 1967 the Intern
tional Bible Society undertook financ
sponsorship of the projectit took 10
years to complete the NIV translatiot
More than 100 scholars from six En
lishhrspeaking countries, as well as e
tors and English stylists, worked on tl
NIV. The scholars represented mol
than 20 denominations. Prior to thi_
the King James Bible version was probably
most widely accepted English translation.
