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In our Lutheran Confessions there are articles of 

faith that define the scriptural affirmation that ñwe 

are saved by grace through faith.ò This principle is 

vital for our understanding that we do absolutely 

nothing to receive this precious gift from God. 

This is what we focus on during the season of 

Lent. 

 

Lent is a 40-day remembrance of what God has 

done for us through the sending of His only Son, Jesus. He came to 

save His people from their sins. It cost Him His life ï the cruel cruci-

fixion on the cross. As Isaiah wrote, ñWith His stripes we are 

healedéHe was stricken, smitten, and afflicted for our transgres-

sionsò (Isaiah 53). 

 

The Sundays in Lent are not counted as part of the 40-day season of 

Lent because they are reminders of final victory ï the resurrection 

from the grave. ñO death, where is your sting? O grave, where is your 

victory? The sting of death is the law. But thanks be to God who gives 

us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christò (1 Corinthians 15). 

 

Christians worship God with thankful hearts because of what he has 

done for us. We also come with contrite hearts acknowledging our sin 

that Christ bore, suffering the full wrath and punishment of God. ñThe 

wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal lifeò (Romans 

6:23). Therefore, we do neglect the opportunity to worship God. In so 

doing we take Godôs gift for granted and make grace ñcheap grace.ò0 

 

Without the forgiveness of sins we will be lost forever. That means 

that the punishment of our sin is on us and we stand condemned be-

fore God. Our ñgood worksò are null and void for they are like filthy 

rags in the sight of God. The good news is good news when we focus 

on the very passage of scripture that we believe, ñFor it is by grace 

you have been saved, through faith, - and this not from yourselves, it 

is the gift of God ï not by works, so that no one can boastò (Ephesians 

2:8-9).
